“Including” and similar expressions are not words of limitation.

Headings and any table of contents or index are for convenience only and do
not form part of this constitution or affect its interpretation.

Objects

The objects for which the Company is established are:

Welfare);

and re-ablement programs which promote and contribute to the health and
Social Welfare of the community;

to promote, establish, carry out, and support and to assist in promoting,
establishing, carrying out, and supporting, any Social Welfare programme
designed to contribute to the alleviation of poverty, sickness, or other
misfortune including those undertaken by statutory authorities, voluntary
welfare organisations and other community groups; and

do all such things as are be incidental or conducive to the attainment of all or
any of the objects set out in this clause 3.

4. Powers
[compare section 124]

4.1 The Company has all the powers of an individual and a body corporate but does not
have the power to issue shares.

4.2 Despite rule 4.1 the powers of the Company are ancillary to and exercisable only to
pursue the objects of the Company set out in rule 3.

5. Application of income and property
[compare sections 125 and 150]

5.1 The income and property of the Company, from wherever it is derived, must be
applied solely towards the promotion of the objects of the Company set out in rule 3.

6. No distribution to members
[compare section 150]

6.1 No portion of the income or property of the Company may be paid directly or
indirectly, by way of dividend, bonus or otherwise to the members of the Company.

6.2 Rule 6.1 does not prevent:
(1) the payment in good faith of remuneration to any officer, servant or member of
the Company in return for any services actually rendered to the Company or

for goods supplied in the ordinary and usual way of business;

(2) the payment of interest at a rate not exceeding 12% per annum on money
borrowed from any member of the Company;

(3) the payment of reasonable and proper rent by the Company to a member of
the Company for premises leased by the member to the Company; or

(4) the reimbursement of expenses incurred by any member on behalf of the
Company.

7. Limited liability

7.1 The liability of the members is limited.

8. Guarantee

8.1 Every member of the Company undertakes to contribute an amount not exceeding
$10 to the property of the Company in the event of its being wound up while the
member is a member or within 1 year after the member ceases to be a member, if

required for payment:

(1) of the debts and liabilities of the Company (contracted before the member
ceases to be a member);

(2) of the costs, charges and expenses of winding up; and
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(3) for the adjustment of the rights of the contributories among themselves.

9. Gift fund
9.1 The Company, if endorsed as a deductible gift recipient in its own right, will ensure
that it is carried on for the purposes in respect of which the Company is so endorsed
or approved and must maintain for that purpose a fund (Gift Fund):
(1) to which all gifts of money or property for those purposes are made;
(2) to which contributions are made in relation to an eligible fundraising event held
for the principal purposes of the Company;
(3) to \(/jvhich all money received by the Company because of the gifts is credited;
an
(4) which does not receive any other money or property.
9.2 The Company must use the Gift Fund only for its objects set out in rule 3.
Membership
10. Number of members
10.1  The number of members for which the Company proposes to be registered is
unlimited.
11. Membership
11.1  The members of the Company are:
(1) the Foundation Members; and
(2) any other persons the directors admit to membership in accordance with this
constitution.
12. Categories of membership
12.1 The categories of membership are:
(1) ordinary members;
(2) associate members;
(3) life members; and
(4) honorary members.
12.2 Additional categories of members, if recommended by the directors, may be created

from time to time by the members in general meeting.

Entitlements of different categories of membership

Ordinary members and life members have:

(1) the right to use members' services and participate in member activities which
are made available to ordinary members and life members at the cost

specified by the Company from time to time;

(2) the right to receive notices of and to attend and be heard at any meeting of
members; and

(3) a right to vote at any meeting.

Associate members and honorary members have:

(1) the right to use members' services and participate in member activities which
are made available to associate members and honorary members at the cost
specified by the Company from time to time;

(2) no right to:

(a) receive notices and attend and be heard at any meeting of the
members; or

(b) a right to vote at any meeting of the members.

Application for ordinary membership or associate membership
Any individual who is not less than 18 years of age at the date of application may
apply for ordinary membership or associate membership of the Company.

Form of application

An application for membership must be:

(1) in writing in a form approved by the directors;

(2) signed by the applicant;

(3) signed by the proposer and seconder, each of whom must be members; and

(4) accompanied by any other documents or evidence as to qualification for the
type of membership applied for which the directors require.

An application form must be accompanied by:
(1) an application fee, if any, determined in accordance with rule 22.1; and

(2) the annual subscription, determined in accordance with rule 23.

Admission to membership

The directors must consider an application for membership as soon as practicable
after its receipt and determine, in their discretion, the admission or rejection of the
applicant.

The directors need give no reason for the rejection of an application.

If an application for membership is rejected the application fee, if any, and the annual
subscription must be refunded to the applicant.

If an applicant is accepted for membership:
(1) the secretary must notify the applicant of admission in the form of a receipt for
the application fee, if any, and annual subscription or in any other form the

directors determine; and

(2) the name and details of the member must be entered in the register of
members.

Life membership

If, in the opinion of the directors, a member has made over a period of years a
significant contribution to the Company, the directors may nominate the member as a
life member of the Company.

A member nominated under rule 17.1 becomes a life member of the Company on the
nomination being approved by an ordinary resolution of members at a general
meeting.

A life member has all the rights and privileges of ordinary membership and is
otherwise subject to this constitution.

Honorary membership

If, in the opinion of the directors, a person, not being a member of the Company, has
made over a period of years a significant contribution to the Company, the directors

may nominate that person as an honorary member of the Company.

A person nominated under rule 18.1 becomes an honorary member of the Company
on the later to occur of:

(1) the person consenting in writing to be an honorary member; and
(2) the nomination being approved by an ordinary resolution of the directors.

An honorary member has no rights and privileges of membership other than those
rights contained in rule 13.2.

A person will hold honorary membership for a period of 1 year commencing on the

date the person becomes an honorary members under rule 18.2 and expiring on 31
December.

Foundation members

Foundation Members are not required:

(1) to have any qualification for membership;

(2) to pay any application fee; or

(3) to pay an annual subscription until 1 January next occurring after registration
of the Company.

Foundation Members must otherwise comply with this constitution.

Application fee

The application fee payable by each applicant for membership is the sum the
directors determine for each category of membership.

No application fee is payable by any life member.

Annual subscription

The annual subscription payable by a member of the Company is the sum the
directors determine.

All annual subscriptions are due and payable in advance on 1 January in each year.
If a person is admitted to membership of the Company during the months of June to
December inclusive the directors may reduce the annual subscription payable by the

applicant in any manner they see fit.

No annual subscription is payable by any life member or honorary member.

Unpaid annual subscriptions
If:

At least 1 week before the meeting of the directors at which a resolution of the nature
referred to in rule 28.1 is to be considered by the directors must give to the member
notice of:

(1) the meeting;

(2) what is alleged against the member; and

(3) the intended resolution.

At the meeting and before the passing of the resolution, the member must have an

opportunity of giving orally or in writing any explanation or defence the member sees
fit.

If at the annual general meeting the vacating office is not filled, the retiring director, if
willing and not disqualified, must be treated as re-elected unless the directors decide

to reduce the number of directors in office or a resolution for the re-election of that
director is put and lost.

Nomination for election

Each candidate for election as a director must:
(1) be proposed by an ordinary member; and
(2) be seconded by another ordinary member;

both of which members must be current financial members of the Company at the
time of nomination.

No ordinary member may propose more than 1 person as a candidate but may
second more than 1 nomination.

A nomination of a candidate for election must:

(1) be in writing;

(2) be signed by the candidate; and

(3) be signed by the proposer and seconder.

A nomination of a candidate for election must be received at the registered office of
the Company not later than 5pm on the day which is 30 days prior to the annual
general meeting at which the candidate seeks election.

A list of the candidates' names in alphabetical order together with the proposers' and
seconders' names must be sent to members with the notice of the annual general
meeting.

Election procedure — directors

If the number of candidates for election as directors is equal to or less than the
number of vacancies on the board, the chair of the annual general meeting must

declare those candidates to be duly elected as directors.

If the number of candidates for election as directors is greater than the number of
vacancies on the board, a ballot must be held for the election of the candidates.

If a ballot is required, balloting lists must be prepared listing the names of the
candidates only in alphabetical order.

At the annual general meeting each person entitled to vote and voting on the ballot
may vote for a number of candidates equal to the number of vacancies.

The candidates receiving the greatest number of votes cast in their favour must be
declared by the chair of the meeting to be elected as directors.

If an equality of votes would otherwise prevent the successful candidate for a vacancy
from being determined, the chair, prior to the declaration of the result of the ballot, in
addition to his or her deliberative vote (if any) is entitled to a casting vote, except that
if the chair:

(1) does not exercise a casting vote; or
(2) is one of the candidates who received the same number of votes;

then the names of the candidates who received the same number of votes must be
put to a further ballot immediately.

There is not a vacancy for the purpose of this rule 35 (or rules 37 or 38) because the
number of directors is less than the maximum allowed under rule 30.1. There is a
vacancy only if the number of directors is less than the number elected at the
previous annual general meeting (adjusted for any increase under clause 37.1).

Time appointment or retirement takes effect

The business of the Company is to be managed by or under the direction of the
directors.

The directors may exercise all the powers of the Company except any powers that
the Act or this constitution requires the Company to exercise in general meeting.

A rule made or resolution passed by the Company in general meeting does not
invalidate any prior act of the directors which would have been valid if that rule or
resolution had not been made or passed.

The directors may pay all expenses incurred in promoting and forming the Company.

Borrowing powers

Without limiting the generality of rule 40, but subject to rule 6, the directors may
exercise all the powers of the Company to borrow money, to charge any property or
business of the Company and to issue debentures or give any other security for a
debt, liability or obligation of the Company or of any other person.

Appointment of attorney

The directors may appoint any person or persons to be the attorney or attorneys of
the Company for the purposes, with the powers and discretions (being powers and
discretions vested in or exercisable by the directors), for the period and subject to the
conditions they see fit.

A power of attorney may contain the provisions for the protection and convenience of

persons dealing with the attorney that the directors see fit and may also authorise the
attorney to delegate all or any of the powers and discretions vested in the attorney.

46.2 Any powers so conferred may be concurrent with, or to the exclusion of, the powers
of the directors.

47. Withdrawal of appointment or powers

47.1 The directors may revoke or vary:
(1) an appointment; or
(2) any of the powers conferred on the chief executive officer.

48. Temporary appointments

48.1 If the chief executive officer becomes incapable of acting in that capacity the directors

may appoint any other person, not being a director, to act temporarily as chief
executive officer.

49.1 The directors may delegate any of their powers to one or more committees of
directors which may include also any person or persons who are not directors.

49.2 A committee must exercise the powers delegated to it in accordance with any
direction of the directors. The effect of the committee exercising a power in this way
is the same as if the directors exercised it.

49.3 The meetings and proceedings of any committee consisting of 2 or more people are

governed by the provisions in this constitution regulating the meetings and
proceedings of the directors.

Removal and resignation of directors

50.1 Subject to the Act the Company may by resolution remove a director from office.

51.1 A director may resign as a director of the Company by giving a written notice of
resignation to the Company at its registered office.

(3) is not present personally at 3 consecutive meetings of directors without special
leave of absence from the directors and the directors declare his or her seat to
be vacant;

(4) ceases to be qualified as a director under rule 28 or rule 31;

(5) becomes disqualified from being a director under the Act or a responsible
entity under the ACNC Act or any order made under the Act or the ACNC Act;

(6) is removed from office in accordance with rule 50; or

(7) resigns from office in accordance with rule 51.

A director who holds any office or possesses any property by which, whether directly
or indirectly, duties or interests might be created in conflict with his or her duties or
interests as director must declare at a meeting of the directors of the Company or by
written notice to the secretary of the Company the fact and the nature, character and
extent of the conflict.

(2) be interested in any operation, undertaking or business undertaken or assisted
by the Company or in which the Company is or may be interested.

Extension of meaning of "Company"

For the purposes of rules 54, 55 and 56, Company includes any subsidiary of the
Company and any other company in which the Company or any subsidiary of the
Company is or becomes a shareholder or is otherwise interested.

Other directorships and shareholdings

A director of the Company may be or become a director, officer, employee or member
of any company promoted by the Company or in which the Company may be
interested as a vendor, shareholder or otherwise and is not accountable for any
reasonable benefits received as a director, officer, employee or member of the other
company.

Subject to the Act:

(1) the directors of the Company may exercise the voting power conferred by the
shares or other interest held by the Company in another company in favour of
a resolution appointing themselves or any of them as directors or other officers
of the other company;

(2) any director of the Company may vote at a meeting of directors of the
Company in favour of a resolution that the Company exercises its voting
power conferred by the shares or other interest held by the Company in the
other company to appoint that director as a director or other officer of the other
company;

(3) any director of the Company may be appointed as representative of the
Company and may vote at a general meeting of the other company in favour

(2) the chair.

The poll may be demanded:

(1) before a vote is taken;

(2) before the voting results on a show of hands are declared; or

(3) immediately after the voting results on a show of hands are declared.
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107. When and how polls must be taken

[compare replaceable rule 250M]

107.1 A poll demanded on a matter other than the election of a chair or the question of an
adjournment must be taken when and in the manner the chair directs.

107.2 A poll on the election of a chair or on the question of an adjournment must be taken
immediately.

107.3 The demand for a poll does not prevent the continuance of a meeting for the
transaction of any business other than the question on which a poll has been
demanded.

107.4 The result of the poll is the resolution of the meeting at which the poll was demanded.

108. Chair's casting vote

[compare replaceable rule 250E(3)]

108.1 In the case of an equality of votes, whether on a show of hands or on a poll, the chair
of the meeting has a casting vote in addition to any vote he or she may have in his or

her capacity as a member or proxy.

108.2 The chair has a discretion both as to use of the casting vote and as to the way in
which it is used.

Annual general meeting

[compare section 250N]
109. Business of an annual general meeting
[compare sections 250R, 250S and 250T]

109.1 The business of an annual general meeting may include any of the following, even if
not referred to in the notice of meeting:

(1) the consideration of the annual financial report, directors' report and auditor's
report;

(2) the election of directors;
(3) the appointment of the auditor; and
(4) the fixing of the auditor's remuneration.

All other business transacted at an annual general meeting and all business
transacted at any other general meeting is special business.

109.2 The business of the annual general meeting also includes any other business which

under this constitution or the Act ought to be transacted at an annual general
meeting.

The chair of the annual general meeting must allow a reasonable opportunity for the
members as a whole at the meeting to ask questions about or make comments on the
management of the Company.

If the Company's auditor or the auditor's representative is at the meeting, the chair of
an annual general meeting must allow a reasonable opportunity for the members as a
whole at the meeting to ask the auditor, or that representative, questions relevant to
the conduct of the audit and the preparation and content of the auditor's report.

Resolutions proposed by members

[compare sections 249N and 2490]

110.1

A member may not at any meeting move any resolution relating to special business
unless:

(1) members with at least 5% of the votes that may be cast on the resolution have
given the Company notice of the resolution or the requirements of
section 249N of the Act have otherwise been satisfied, and 2 months' notice
has elapsed since the notice was given; or

(2) the resolution has previously been approved by the directors.

Minutes to be kept

[compare section 251A]

The directors must keep minute books in which they record within 1 month:
(1) proceedings and resolutions of meetings of the Company's members;

(2) proceedings and resolutions of directors' meetings (including meetings of a
committee of directors);

(3) resolutions passed by members without a meeting; and
(4) resolutions passed by directors without a meeting.

The directors must ensure that minutes of a meeting are signed within a reasonable
time after the meeting by 1 of the following:

(1) the chair of the meeting; or

(2) the chair of the next meeting.

The directors must ensure that minutes of the passing of a resolution without a
meeting are signed by a director within a reasonable time after the resolution is
passed.

Without limiting rule 111.1 the directors must record in the minute books:

(1) all appointments of officers;
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(2) the names of the directors present at all meetings of directors and the
Company;

(3) in the case of a technology meeting, the nature of the technology; and
(4) all other matters required by the Act to be recorded in the minute books,

including each notice and standing notice given by a director of a material
personal interest.

Accounts, audit and records
112. Accounts
[compare sections 285-297, 314-317]

112.1 The directors must cause proper accounting and other records to be kept in
accordance with the Act or the ACNC Act as the case may be.

112.2 The directors must distribute copies of every profit and loss account, balance sheet

and statement of cash flows (including every document required by law to be
attached to them) as required by the Act or the ACNC Act as the case may be.

113. Audit
[compare sections 301, 327A-331]

113.1 If required by the Act, a registered company auditor must be appointed if required by
the Act or the ACNC Act as the case may be.

113.2 The remuneration of the auditor must be fixed and the auditor's duties regulated in
accordance with the Act or the ACNC Act as the case may be.

Execution of documents

114. Common seal

114.1 The Company may, but need not, have a common seal.

115. Use of common seal

[compare sections 127(2) and 129(6)]

115.1 If the Company has a common seal the directors must provide for its safe custody.

115.2 The common seal may not be fixed to any document except by the authority of a
resolution of the directors or of a committee of the directors duly authorised by the

directors.

115.3 The Company executes a document with its common seal if the fixing of the seal is
witnessed by:
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(1) 2 directors of the Company; or

(2) a director and a company secretary of the Company.
116. Execution of documents without common seal
[compare sections 127(1) and 129(5)]

116.1 The Company may execute a document without using a common seal if the
document is signed by:

(1) 2 directors of the Company; or

(2) a director and a company secretary of the Company.

117. Execution of document as a deed
[compare section 127(3)]

117.1 The Company may execute a document as a deed if the document is expressed to be
executed as a deed and is executed in accordance with rule 115 or rule 116.

118. Execution — general
[compare sections 129(5), 129(6) and 127(4)]

118.1 The same person may not sign in the dual capacities of director and secretary.

118.2 A director may sign any document as director, with or without the common seal,
although the document relates to a contract, arrangement, dealing or other
transaction in which he or she is interested and his or her signature complies with the
requirements of this constitution as to execution despite his or her interest.

118.3 Rules 115 and 116 do not limit the ways in which the directors may authorise
documents (including deeds) to be executed on behalf of the Company.

Inadvertent omissions

119. Formalities omitted

[compare section 1322]

119.1 If some formality required by this constitution is inadvertently omitted or is not carried
out the omission does not invalidate anything, including any resolution, which but for
the omission would have been valid unless it is proved to the satisfaction of the
directors that the omission has directly prejudiced any member financially. The
decision of the directors is final and binding on all members.

If the Company is registered as a charity by the ACNC, the ACNC must be notified in
writing of any alterations to this constitution.

Winding up
121. Winding up
121.1 If:

(1) the Company ceases to be endorsed as a deductible gift recipient under
subdivision 30-BA of the ITAA; or

(2) the Company is wound up and, at that time, the Company is endorsed as a
deductible gift recipient under subdivision 30-BA of the ITAA,;

any surplus assets of the Gift Fund maintained by the Company must be transferred
to a fund, authority or institution which is:

(3) charitable at law;

(4) gifts to which can be deducted under Division 30 of the ITAA; and

(5) which has been approved in writing by the directors.

Subject to rule 120.1, if at the time of winding up or dissolution of the Company, any
property remains, other than in the Gift Fund, after satisfaction of all debts and
liabilities, that property must not be paid or distributed to any of the members of the
Company but must be given or transferred to some other institution or institutions
determined by the members of the Company at or before the time of dissolution
which:

(1) has similar objects to the Company;

(2) is endorsed by the Commissioner of Taxation as a public benevolent
institution for the purposes of the ITAA; and

(3) which has been approved in writing by the directors of the Company.
